Instructions for Take Home Exam.

There are two parts to the Exam.  Part 1 is Pre-Apollo and Part II is Apollo and a bit beyond.  Everything asked about on the exam has been discussed in class, seen in a movie, or can be found in the textbook. You may use any resource that you wish, except you cannot ask other people in or not in this class (like your science nerd friend, etc).

Take the exam by writing directly into the Word document. I want to preserve the format of the exam, so please do this carefully.  Before working on the exam, I recommend you make a backup copy so that if you compromise a question or the format, that you can restore it from the backup.  I also would like you to type in your answer in a different font, such as Courier 10 pt or something that is clear to distinguish from the font of the exam.  In cases where you fill in a blank, to preserve the format, just delete the parts of the blank where you will insert your answer, so that the number of characters is conserved.  i.e., consider the T/F question below, where I use Courier 10pt to fill in the blank…

______   The Los Angeles Dodgers suck, even if they are winning this year.

Correct answer is 

__T___  The Los Angeles Dodgers suck, even if they are winning this year.

In spaces where you write in short answers, also preserve the format of the exam, using a font such as Courier 10pt.  Each new section begins at the top of a new page… that is what I want preserved.

The total time limit is 2 hours total to take the exam.  Please mark the start times and end times that you worked on the exam.  I want to preserve the format of the exam, so mark these on the last page (or add a last page if you need to).
